Lead Case Management Home Visit Form

(Follow-up Home Visit)

Purpose:

To reduce the child’s current blood lead level to less than 10µg/dL by reducing or eliminating the amount of lead exposure.

Assessment of home environment to assure temporary measures for lead safety is continuing.

To assure that all children in the state of Kentucky with blood lead level of 10 µg/dL or above receive timely and appropriate care.
Procedure:

1. The follow-up home visit will be initiated by the local health department lead case manager when any of the following occur:

a. failure of child to return for blood lead monitoring

b. blood lead levels remain elevated

c. blood lead levels are increasing

d. at any other time the case manager feels a home visit would be beneficial

2. The follow-up home visit will be completed in the home by the local health department lead case manager.

3. The follow-up home visit form, upon completion, will be filed in the child’s medical record at the local health department and a copy will be mailed or faxed to the state Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program case manager.
